Portobello Road

Our Portobello Road Open Art Market on runs the 
first saturday of every month!

You can find us on Portobello Road’s Tavistock 
Square, a short walk from Ladbroke Grove tube 
station.

Location/ access:

We’ll be on Tavistock Square, W11 1AN (joining Portobello 
Road and Tavistock Road). 

People can get confused with calling it Tavistock Square 
(there is another famous Tavistock Sq in north London!) so 
when describing we say “Tavistock Sq on Portobello 
Road.”

For driving/drop off and parking access we would advise to 
use the roads behind, Basing Street and Tavistock Street. 
There is parking in the neighbouring roads but it is a busy 
place on Saturdays so be prepared for having to 
search/walk.

Chiswick, Old Market Place

⏰ 9am - 4pm (artists can set up from 8am)
📦 Stalls must be clear by 4pm for collection

We’re right on Chiswick High Road in front of the 
George IV Pub.

➡ Ladbroke Grove (12 minute walk)

➡ Stamford Brook (13 minute walk)



Location/ access:

We’ll be on Old Market Place, Chiswick High 
Road, W4 2DR.

There is parking in the neighbouring roads 
but it is a busy place on so allow extra time 
to search/ walk.



Stall set up:

Stall set up:

Each stall is equipped with a tarpaulin cover to shield against bad weather. We suggest having plastic 
sleeves for delicate artwork and using paper weights or tac to keep pieces secure in case of wind.

Our Market locations stay lively in rain or shine, but your safety and artwork protection is key. We'll keep 
the market going unless it gets risky, following insurance rules. Just so you know, we can't offer refunds 
for bad weather.

Make sure you are prepared to be there all day. Bring suitable clothing, a chair, snacks and water.

Taking Payments

On the day of the event, artists are responsible for handling payments for their artwork. We suggest 
using a payment machine like SumUp, Zettle, or Square for convenience.

If you need further advice with this, feel free to reach out to us. Remember, we don't take any 
commission on your sales.



Suggestions for setting up your stall:

● Use material, cloth, or even a flat bed sheet to 
cover the wooden table.

● Bring string to tie at the back of the stall or 
easels to support your artwork.

● Don't forget your name and social media 
signage.

● Bring extra artwork so you can replenish when 
you sell.

● Add decorations to make your stall stand out.
● Have information cards and a notebook handy to 

collect new client details.
● Make sure to use clear pricing labels.
● Make it your own! Add fairy lights/ branded 

banners/ decorations and anything else to help 
personalise your space.



Additional tips and important information:

● Bring your own stool or chair if you'll need one; we won't be able to 
provide these.

● Remember to bring bags or wrapping to protect your artwork.
● Have business cards or QR codes handy for interested buyers to 

easily find more about you.
● Expect a lot of tourists! London Markets attract visitors from around 

the globe, so offer a variety of sizes to accommodate everyone.
● At Open Art Spaces, we value affordability and accessibility. Please 

bring a range of prices for your artwork, and aim to include pieces 
under £100.

Unfortunately, we can't offer refunds or date swaps due to the 
need for advance payment for infrastructure.
